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The Combined 6.8 kWp Solar Electric PV 
systems were installed and commissioned 
by Ardenham Energy at Great Missenden C 
of E Primary School in Great Missenden, 
Buckinghamshire. 
 

The Solar Electric system along with an Air 
Source Heat Pump to heat the pool will 
make the school an exemplary example of 
what can be achieved by innovative 
retrofit of sustainable technology. 
 

The installation was undertaken in October 2009, and comprises:  
 

o 40 no Sharp 170Wp crystalline Modules 
o 3 No Fronius IG 20 Inverters 
o kWh Meters with wireless transmitters 

o Wireless Visual Display
