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Description 
The grid connected hybrid PV and wind array has been installed and commissioned by Ardenham  
Energy Ltd at a data centre construction project near Gatwick Airport.  
 

The electricity generated is synchronised with the grid supply via an inverter and will be used to supply 
clean energy to the site, as well as exporting to the grid for use elsewhere when there is more energy 
produced than is needed in the site offices.  
 

The 2kWp PV array   and wind turbine are almost silent in operation and will generate around 2500 units  
(kWh) of greenhouse gas free electricity each year. 
  

The installation comprises:-  
 

o 12 no 162Wp Sharp Polycrystalline Modules 
o 1 Ampair 600 Grid Connected wind turbine system 
o 1 no SMA SB1700   (PV) and SMA SB700 (Wind) Inverters  
o Sunny beam data communication 
o Pulsed kWh Meters 
o DC and AC switchgear
